The story behind “Lord of Lords”

The song “Lord of Lords” came during my early days of leading worship.

A not-so-funny thing happened on the way to church one particular Sunday morning.   I had been fasting since the previous Friday, and had spent all weekend cloistered in my apartment, pressing into God, and surrounding myself with Him in every possible way.

I prayed almost constantly (sometimes even prostrate on the floor); I sang praises to Him; I worshiped Him at my keyboard; I studied His word.  I was in a relentless pursuit of Him.

I wanted more than anything, to be ready for Sunday morning.  Not desirous of having to look back and wonder “what if I had prepared better” . . . I poured myself into Him.

Sunday morning came and while on the way to church – about a mile from my destination – the song started to come.  

“We stand before Your throne

For You have called us as Your own

You’ve made us worthy by the Blood of Your Lamb

Who cleansed us from our sin

That we might enter in

And worship at the feet of the Great I AM . . .”

And by the time I reached the church, the song “Lord of Lords” was complete.
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We did the song during the worship service a couple of weeks later, and the response was nearly overwhelming.  People were weeping, hands lifted up, worshiping the Lord.  Three people approached me afterward telling of the visions that the Lord had given them during the song.  (In one of the visions, God stood at His throne, with all of His warriors standing before Him in battalions at attention, as He gave them their marching orders to march out against the enemy.)  One of the pastors stood up and prophesied that this was the first drop in a torrent of creative activity that the Lord was about to release upon us.  

(Here, one year and 40 songs later, I can testify to the fact that – in my case, anyway – he was right.)
